 




Development Instructions for PCA Template (8/1/07)
1. Replace brackets and green text with project specific information.  Keep font at Arial size 11 to stay consistent throughout the document.
2. Do not fill in the PCA/Amendment #’s.
3. If you do not have attachments for Exhibits B1-B3 leave in the template text.  If blank remove Exhibit B4.
4. Update the footer filename to minimize confusion of different draft versions. The Interconnection Services Administrator (ISA) will update the filename to include the PCA # during final processing.
5. Once the customer confirms acceptance of the final draft, send that confirmation, the final draft PCA, and a cover email with customer type and contact information to the ISA.

6. The ISA will delete these instructions, prepare Part 1 (If being prepared by ATC) of the PCA, and route the complete PCA (parts 1 and 2 together) for signatures.
