A few tips:
	 Mulch the garden with shredded leaves to conserve water,  

suppress weeds and provide habitat for bumblebees and  
other beneficial insects. 

	 Add a bit of water in a birdbath or fountain.

	 Leave healthy perennials intact for the winter; it will add interest  
in the garden while providing shelter for insects and food for birds.

Grow low, and keep 
the power flowing.
